of August and ends in December each year. Such fishing
arrangement is in conformity with GFCM Recommendation
GFCM/2006/2 as it coincides with the recommended prohibition
period; i.e. from 1 January to 14 August of each year.
Nevertheless, steps are being taken, in accordance with the
relative current legislative measures, to legally ensure adoption of
all the provisions included in this recommendation.

Algeria: No vessel was identified.

In this
context, perhaps it is worth reiterating that in the past a
considerable number of vessels flying flags of different
nationalities were caught fishing without authorizations in the
waters under the Libyan national jurisdiction. Effective actions
were taken against those vessels include prosecution, and

imposition of actions of adequate severity.
